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Stylesheets

Outgoing XML form data can be rendered with the supplied XSL Stylesheets in two ways:

Client-side: With any W3C XSLT compatible browser (e.g. IE6+, Netscape 6.1+) by simply loading the XML form data and ensuring that the browser can access the stylesheets referenced on the IR web site.
Server-side: The stylesheets have been written to the W3C XSL standard and as such must be invoked using a W3C compliant XSLT Processor.  The following are some simple instructions to render an XML message using the XSL provided and a W3C compliant XSLT processor.

Most processors (e.g. the open-source "Xalan" processor available from the Apache Software Foundation) are Java based and therefore the computer doing the transformation will require a JDK (or JRE) to be installed prior to transformations being attempted. An XML parser (e.g. "Xerces", again available from the Apache Software Foundation) and XSLT processor must also be registered on the classpath of the transforming machine. Testing can usually be accomplished using a command line utility that most XSLT processor providers make available whereby an input XML file, an XSLT stylesheet and an output file can be specified as parameters to the XSLT processor.

An example for the Xalan/Xerces product for someone using the Sun JVM and creating HTML output might be:

java org.apache.xalan.xslt.Process -in X.xml -xsl Y.xsl -out Z.html
